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OVERVIEW: When an attempt was
made to prepare the surface for the
pouring of the sidewalk, the con-
tractor could not get the required
compaction due to the poor quality
of the soils and the moisture from
ground water. In consultation with
Broward County Engineering
Department, three proposals were
made. These proposals included
the use of a geogrid to reinforce the
base, a cellular confinement sys-
tem, and a drainage geocomposite.
The drainage geocomposite provid-

drainage into the adjacent swale. The exposed
flap was backfilled to prevent physical damage
and UV degradation.
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
